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TECHNOLOGY COMMITTEE 

MINUTES

JULY 25, 2007

The Technology Committee of the Board of Education of Rich Township High School District 227 met on July 25, 2007, in the Board Room at the District Administrative Center, Olympia Fields, Illinois.

Mrs. Brookins called the meeting to order at 6:10 p.m.

Present: Brookins (Chair), Moten (Member), Imoukhuede (Member)

Also Present: Mrs. Owens, Mr. Hunigan, Mrs. Treichel, Mr. Koutavas

Mrs. Brookins turned the meeting over to Mr. Koutavas.

Mr. Koutavas updated the Technology Committee on the Technology Plan.   He noted that the Board is $192,000 under budget in its spending on technology for the District.  

Mrs. Brookins asked how often the District updated its routers and switches.  Mr. Koutavas noted that these items are on a 5-year plan.  Mr. Imoukhuede asked what the District did with its old equipment.  Mr. Koutavas noted that he will look into seeing if any company would be able to use the old equipment. 

Mr. Koutavas noted that all writing labs are updated.  Departments now want wireless technology.  The Student Management System is nearing its final stage.  He stated this is the last week for the AS400.  The information will be transferred to the Student Management System.  Mr. Koutavas noted he will get an updated implementation schedule to the Board.

Mr. Hunigan noted that it is the expectation that every teacher will be putting information into PowerSchool.  

Mr. Koutavas added that the District will know which teachers are using PowerSchool.

Mr. Hunigan stated that the schools need to designate someone in their building to keep track of which teachers are using PowerSchool.

Mrs. Owens asked about training and phase in.  Mr. Hunigan stated it is being taken care of.  A model will be presented at the August Board.

Mrs. Brookins asked about the ability to secure data from the system.  Mr. Koutavas noted data will be secured from the “Inform” system.  He is working to get the Student Management System up and running first.  The “Inform” system sits over the top and extracts information.  It allows a

person to extract data.  The District will begin using this system the second semester of the 2007-2008 school year. 

Mr. Hunigan noted that the District may need to put the “Inform” system on a faster track.

Mrs. Brookins asked if instructional assistants were receiving PowerSchool training.  Mr. Koutavas responded that he will meet with the principals and get a list for training of the instructional assistants.

Mrs. Moten asked about training for the instructional leaders.  Mr. Koutavas responded that they were trained.

Mrs. Brookins asked about documenting how many times a counselor sees a student.  Mr. Koutavas responded that he will work with the schools to get this information on the system.

Mrs. Owens noted that it is important to have training on the evenings and weekends so that staff members are not pulled out of class.

Mrs. Moten asked about training for parents.  Mr. Hunigan responded that parents will be trained on the system.  

Mr. Hunigan added that the District is working hard to integrate technology into instruction.

Mrs. Owens noted that Mr. Hunigan followed through as Superintendent to bring the District where it is regarding technology.  

Mr. Koutavas added that the Board came up with the funds for the technology.  The Board put technology high on the priority list.

Mr. Imoukhuede asked about the contract for ENI.  Mr. Hunigan stated he will get that contract for him.

Mrs. Moten said that communications are very important.  She wants to make sure the word gets out to the communities.

Mr. Hunigan noted that parents can go to the District libraries or the community libraries for access to a computer.

Mrs. Owens noted that the Board might want to invite the library technology individuals to a meeting.  
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Mr. Hunigan noted that the District will be working with Comcast to see if anything can be done for families that don’t have access to the internet.

Mrs. Moten asked about the extended hours for the Media Centers.  Mr. Hunigan responded that the Media Centers will be open three additional hours, four days a week.  There will be adults staffing the centers.  The hours will be posted on the District’s web page.

Mrs. Brookins asked about immunization data.  Mr. Koutavas responded that only nurses have access to medical information regarding the students.

At 7:50 p.m. Mrs. Brookins adjourned the meeting.
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
